By-Law concerning the erection of buildings on certain
parts of Church, Gault, Eadie and Hadley streets.

(Adopted by the Executive Committee on the 24th
July 1922, and by the Council, on the 15th September
1922). VNRE :

At a meeting of the Executive Committee of the
City of Montreal, held ‘in the City Hall, on the 24th
July 1922, in the manner and after the observance of
the formalities prescribed by law, at which meeting .
" were present : Aldermen Bédard, DesRoches, O’Connell
and Turcot, members of said Committee,

It was ordained and enacted by the said Committee
as follows :— '

Article 1.—On the following parts of streets, only
buildings of not less than two stories and not less than
twenty-five feet high and intended to be exclusively oc-
cupied as residences or stores, may be erected,
namely :—

(a) both sides of Church street, between Eadie
" and Hadley streets; !

(‘h) both sides of Gault street, bafween Eadi;"'and
Hadley streets;

(c) both sides of Hadley street, between Church
and Gault streets; :

(d) both sides of Eadie street, between Church:
and Gault streets. !



Article 2—Every person offending against the
above provision shall be liable to a fine, with or without
costs, and, in default of immediate payment of said
fine with or without costs, as the case may be, to an
imprisonment, the amount of said fine and the term of
- said imprisonment to be fixed by the Recorder’s Court

of the City of Montreal, at its discretion; but such fine

shall not exceed forty dollars and-the imprisonment
shall not be for a2 longer period than two calendar
months; the said imprisonment, however, to cease at
any time before the expiration of the term fixed by
the said Recorder’s Court, upon payment of the said,
fine, or fine and costs, as the case may be, and, if the
infringement of this by-law continues, the offender
~ shall be liable to the fine and penalty above mentioned
for each day during which the infringement is con-
tinued. ' '
