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T. JAMES CATHEDRAL is the headquarters

S of the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of Montreal.

It took twenty-four years to complete, and is
almost a half-size replica of St. Peter’s in Rome..

The thirteen statues over the portico represent St.
James, St. Joseph, St. Anthony of Padua, St. Francis
of Assisi, St. Vincent de Paul, St. John, St. Paul, St.
Thomas Aquinas, St. Patrick, St. Charles Borromeo,
St. John the Baptist, St. Hyacinthe and St. Ignatius.
Each is a gift of a different parish in the diocese.

The magnificent canopy under the dome is copied
from the one in St. Peter s—the high altar is of marble
and onyx, and the arch-episcopal throne is beautifully
inlaid with ivory, while historical paintings of the
early days of Montreal adorn the wallljs.

The bronze statue at the northern entrance is of
Bishop Bourget, who conceived the idea of building
the Cathedral, which was finally opened to public
worship in 1894. .

Le trdne archiépiscopal est incrusté
d’ivoire. Les murs sont ornés de tableaux représentant
les débuts de Montréal.

On trouve a I'entrée nord une statue de bronze de
Monseigneur Bourget qui congut le premier I'idée de
construire fa cataedrale, définitivement ouverte au

public en 1894.
