He then
founded Hayes Industries Lid
and Hayes Durham Lid.

Mr. Hayes was also execu-
tive vice-president of Mount
Royal Dairies Lid, and presi-
dent of the Dominion Com-
mercial Travellers Association
(1941).

Mr. Hayes was best known
for his activities in lecal
provincial and federal politics
He was a president of the
N.D.G. Conservative Associa-
tion (1930-38) and 2 member
of the Montreal city council
(1954-60.)

He served for several years
as the vice chairman of the
cily's executive commillee
and as -chairman of the
capital appropriationrs com-
mitlee. Ia 1969 he contested
the seal of Westmount St
Ceorge in the provincial elec-
Lien.

A keen pgoller, Mr. Hayes
was chairman of the muw
pal golf commission. He was
also # member of the Bea-
consfield Gelf Club and the St
Lambert Countcy Club.

He is survived by his
wife. the former Dorothy
Mead: and twe sons, Murray
Jr. and George.
