REPORT ON MUNICIPAL FIRE PREVENTIVE APPLIANCES

IN THE CITY OF ST. HENRY, P.Q,

As on March 13, 19086.

This City, with population of 24,165, and property assessed at $8,658,845, including $1,930,340 exempt from
taxes, is situated between the Town of Westmount and the Lachine Canal, at a short distance from the Western limit of
the City of Montreal, from which it is separated by the City of St. Cunegonde. A Fire Limit By-Law, covering
the portion of Notre Dame Street between Atwater Avenue and St. Elizabeth Street, and all the extent of St. James
Street, provides that *' no building shall be erected unless it be enclosed with walls constructed of stone, brick or other
incombustible material, or wood walls coated with brick on the outside ; such buildings shall have two side or end
walls, whether such side or end walls be outside or party walls, and all such side walls shall be elevated at least one foot
above the roof and covered wilh a coping of stone or wood and metal ; the roofs to be of felt, tar or composition roofing,
cement or other equally non inflammable material, and well covered with gravel or non-combustible material, to the
satisfaction of the Inspector of Buildings.” A By-Law provides that no person shall sell, manufacture or store petro-
lenm, naptha, kerosene, coal oil, varnish, turpentine, alcohol or any like burning fAuid in the Town of St. Henry in any
quantity exceeding 5 barrels without having previously obtained a license to that effect ; larger quantities shall not be
in other than a brick or stone building, situated not less than roo feet from any other building, with certain precautions
against overflow ; no such liquid to be kept above the ground storey ; it is also provided that retailers shall not be
allowed to keep on hand at any time more than 30 gallons of any of the said liquids ; the by-law does not contain any
stipulation specially referring to benzine, gasoline and similar substances, nor is the storage of powder touched
upon. Mercantile Houses, 1}: to 4 storeys, mostly mixed store and dwelling occupancies, chiefly encased with
brick or stone, intermixed with brick, stone and frame, much crowded with frame in some of the rear parts, aresiluated
principally in Notre Dame and St. James Streets. Dwellings, 1 to 3} storeys, appear to be more than one-half of
frame construction, the rest brick, stone and veneer. '

Conflagration Hazard, due to general construction, appears to be increased by the presence of manufac-
turing establishments, &c. Streets, 4o to 66 feet wide, are lighted by 106 electric arc lamps, of 2,000 candle power,
and 19 incandescent lamps of 32 candle power, and principally macadamized. An Electriec Trolley System
follows the business and some other parts, and is without guard wires. No Tax on Companies and Agents.

Waterworks.

Owned by the Montreal Water and Power Co., upon whose system (which already supplies several neighboring
Municipalities, having a present population of about 85,000) a General Report has been presented, which is
explanatory for the whole, and upon that account the description herein is somewhat abbreviated, and does not touch
upon the Comapany’s High Level District, which covers about one-half of the population named, tecause the Fire Pro-
tection of this City (which is on the Low Level, or Main System) is not directly affected thereby. Source of Supply
is the St. Lawrence River., 'The System is direct pumping from the main station at Point St. Charles, about a mile
and a half south-east, in connection with a small reservoir of 49,000 gallons storage capacity at Clarke Avenue, West-
mount, from which the High Level Pumps take supplies, and whose altitude limits the hydrant pressures in St. Henry
to between 68 and 82 pounds normal.

Pump and Boiler Houses, consistof two separate brick bpildings ; one of 3 storeys, with iron roof, where
the Steam Pumps and boilers are located adjoins the frame fuel shed, in which about 500 tons of soft coal are some-
times stored, is otherwise detached ; the other, containiug the Electric Pumps, is a detached, single storey, high
building, with wood floor and plastic asphalt roof ; Telephone, with constant service, in steam pump room, no fire
alarm gong ; Engineers on constant duty by day and night, one lives in rooms over Steam Pump House.

Engines and Pumps, all in good condition, operated by steam and electric power, are as follows : —

In all places where water is crossed the mains are laid in duplicate, as required by the standard, except
that through the River St. Pierre, for supplying the Town of St. Paul, which is single. In business streets the
mains are 8 inches diameter.

Hydrants.

Are about go in number, about 200 to 4oo feet apart in business sections, about 300 to 6oo feet in other parts
where they are spaced according to proximity of buildings ; of uniform pattern, two 2}4 inch branches, frost jacketed,
and drained into loose stomes; said to be frequently tested in severe weather ; a portable steam boiler is kept by the
Company for thawing any that may be found frozen : none said to have been frozen last winter ; all reported to be in
good condition.

Pressures.

The normal pressure in various parts of the City is from 68 to 52 lbs., and is so far reduced when only one stream
is drawn through the 1} inch testing nozzle without any hose as to require two powerful Steam Fire Engines to comply
with the Standard, of which the City owns one which is less than Standard capacity ; another should be provided, of
1,000 gallons capacity at least, but the proper course would be to dispose of the present small steamer, which has fre-
quently required repairs, and provide the department with two new ones of modern design, and 1,000 gallons each.

An Automatic Water Pressure Recording Gauge sbould be located in the Central Fire Station,
where the daily diagrams therefrom should be conveniently filed for immediate future reference ; such an instrument
would show accurately the actual pressure of water at all times by day and night, and would not admit of any doubt as
to the pressure available at any time durirg the progress of fire.

Steam Fire Engine.

One steamer, 27 years old, by the Paterson Steam Fire Engine Co., Paterson, N.Y., drawn by 2 horses, is usually
located in No. 2 Fire Station, but at present undergoing repairs ; horizontal duplex pattern, 8 x 5 x 8, about 750 gallons
capacity ; carries 15 feet of suction hose in good condition, and a reducer for connecting to hydrants ; no heater ; fire
laid ready to light, with sufficient fuel, and lit on leaving the station ; engineer is one of the firemen, who sleeps in the
station where the steamer is located.

Appliances.

Hose &c.—About 4,500 feet of 23 inch rubber-lined hose, in good condition, should be 5,500 feet at
least ; 6 play-pipes, which should be increased in number to at least 14, as these appliances limit
the number of streams which can be thrown during fire ; five cut offs and other usual tools.

Hose Carriages.—One wagon of divided pattern, drawn by two horses; carries 1,000 feet of hose and two
3-gallon chemical fire extinguishers ; one single horse reel carries 700 feet of hose; another single horse reel
carries 550 feet; the two former in No 1 Station, the latter in No. 2. To comply with the Standard, No. 2 Station
mumawum“mmm-—immﬂ in reserve.

Hook and Ladder Trucks,—One drawn by two horses ; equipped with two 504 o : e
sion ladders, seven wall ladders 14 to 35 feet, one 20 feet roof ladder, one large pole hook and chain, four shorter pole
hooks, two forks, two shovels, two crowbars, one door opener, one wire cutter, four chemical fire extinguishers of
which three are 3 gallons and one 5 gallons, and also three salvage covers 1o x 12 feet each, is located in No, 1 Fire
Station. Anether Hook and Ladder Truck, drawn by one horse ; equipped with one 4o foot ladder, two wall
ladders 20 and 25 feet each, one 18 feet roof ladder, four axes, four pole hooks, four chemical fire extinguishers of
which three are 3 gallons and one 5 gallous, and also three salvage covers 12 x 10 feet each, is located in No. 2 Fire
Station,

Aerial Truck —Not any. A 75 feet aerial ladder truck should be provided ; the same to be equipped
with an approved rapid raising device, to carry sufficient supply of trussed ladders in convenient lengths, and all other
usual apparatus, and to respond to all first alarms from the business parts and manufactories and other important
buildings.
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Chemieal Engine.—Not any. One of Standard capacity should be provided, to respond to every first
alarm from the business and congested sections.

Winter Sleighs are provided for all wheeled appliances.

Chemieal Fire Extinguishers. —Four carried on each of the two hook and ladder trucks and two on the
hose wagon ; total, 10, of which eight are 3 gallons and two 5 gallons,

Salvage Equipment —No Standard equipment ; only 6 covers 12 x 10 feet each, three carried on each hook
and ladder truck.

Fire Stations (2).

Central Station, No. 1, is situated near the corner of St. James Street and St. Henry Place; walls brick, roof iron,
two storeys ; is part of a detached block, occupied also as Municipal offices and police station ; lower floor of central
part consists of fire hall, sleeping rooms for eight men, and stabling for six horses ; the Chief's dwelling is part of the
same building, and communicates with fire hall ; hose washed at hydrants aund dried in 55 ft. tower; a 16 inch fire
alarm gong and a telephoue in fire hall ; one slide pole. General alarm bell on hose tower, is at all tithes accessible
but not automatic. ‘T'he heating is by hot water; electric and gas light. The hose wagon carrying 1,050 feet of hose,
a reel carrying 700 feet, and also the 60 feet hook and ladder truck are the principal appliances in this station, where
also are nine men, including the Chief, and six horses.

No. 2 Station is located at South-west corner of Notre Dame Street and St. Elizabeth Avenue ; walls brick and
stone, roof iron and gravel, three storeys and basement; adjoins brick stable for spare horses, hay loft over, gravel
roof ; otherwise well detached ; basement used as furnace and fuel room ; ground floor consists of fire hall and stabling
for four horses ; first floor consists of sleeping room for nine firemen, and also a hay loft; upper is firemen's recreation
room ; the Captain’s dwelling forms part of same building on first and second flats in rear—he is the caretaker; one
slide pole; 16 inch fire alarm gong and telephone; no hose tower, the hose dried at No. 1 Station ; hot water
heating, electric and gas light. The steam fire engine, one reel carrying 550 feet of hose, and the go feet hook and
ladder truck are the principal appliances in this station, wherz also are nine men and four horses. Pressure at Fire
Hall gange (not automatic) was found about 70 lbs. normal, and should be increased so that the rumning pressure
with requisite fire streams in full flow will not fall below So pounds.

Brigade Q

Consists of eighteen men, including the Chief, all of whom are fully paid, nine at each of the two stations ; act
as policemen. The Brigade should number 25 at least.

Horses.

Ten, owned by the City; six in No. 1 Station and four in No. 2, for Fire Department purposes only ; swinging

harness for all ; time to hitch up, 12 seconds ; stable doors opened by electricity, outer doors by hand.
Alarm System,

Fire Alarm Telegraph. —32 street boxes, with keys under glass alongside ; in connection with a 16 inch
gong in each fire hall and a smaller one in the Chief's dwelling, upon each ol which the number of any box pulled is
repeated three times. General alarm bell on No. 1 Fire Hall, operated by hand. General telephone service at all
hours ; about 300 subscribers ; a telephone in each Fire Hall and in the Steam Pump Houses at Point St, Charles and
Clarke Avenue ; four men on night patrol.

Police Force

Consists of eighteen men who also constitute the Fire Brigade ; the Chief is also Chief of the Fire Brigade; four
are on Night Patrol. v

General telephone service at all hours, about joo subscribers; a telephone
in each fire hall, and also in the steam pump house, Police force of eighteen men, who also form the Fire
Brigade, one Chief for the two forces ; four on night patrel.

In conclusion, 1 may say, in regard to the Waterworks, that as requirements are fully detailed in the General
Report on the M.W. & P. Co.'s system, dated April 2nd, 1904, it does not appear necessary to repeat here

GENERAL REPORT

ON THE

WATERWORKS SYSTEM

OF THE

Montreal Water and Power Company,

As on April 2nd, 1804

These Waterworks are for supplying several Municipalities which abut upon, and form a sort of crescent
shaped boundary to every limit of the Cily of Montreal (of which they constitute practically a portion) except along
the water front, the supplies extending also into St. Denis Ward, which, although being part of the City of Montreal,
and having in itself a population of about 14,000, is within the area covered by the Company’s privileges of supply,
the total population already enclosed therein being about 85,000, with probability of increase in the near future to
about 100,000 by further extensions of maina into other Municipalities for which the M. W. & P. Co. appear to hold
the Franchise.

Source of Supply is the 8t. Lawrence River, at the extreme South Western limit of the City of Montreal.

The System is in two sections, known as the Low Level (or Main) and the High Level, the dividing line
commencing at the Western limit of Westmount, follows the C. P. R, to Glen Avenue, then via Glen, Western and
Clarke Avenues to St. Catherine Street (except as to a small area of 4 inch High Level extension on Metcalfe, etc.,
nearly to Bt. Catherine), and along the latter to the Eastern limit of Westmount; the parts lying South of said
line forming the low level section, those North of same constituting the High Level except as to a small
residential area on top of the mouutain, which latter has a special domestic supply, as afterwards described, and
where also are a few hydrants that may be useful in the event of incipient fire.

The Low Level is supplied by direct pumping from two suction wells near the River, the pressure being
limited by the head due to a small reservoir of 49,000 lmperial Gallons available capacity at an altitude of about
200 feet, located as afterwards described,

All the Water for the eutire system Is supplied by 118 Low Lével pumps, that for she High Lovel son.
sisting only of the surplus which flows into the small reservoir just reterred to after all requirements for the Low
Level have been satisfied,

The High Level section is supplied by re-pamping from said small reservoir into a storage reserveir of
about 6,500,000 Imperial gallons available capacity at a further altitude of about 272 feet, located as afterwards
described.

Main Pumping Station is situated on North bank of St. Lawrence River in line with West side of Charle-
voix Street, Point St. Charles, at extreme South Western limit of the Uity of Mountreal, as on Goad's key plan ; the
plant being in two buildings, one eontaining the steam pnmps and boilers, the other the pumps that are operated by
electricity ; the former of brick construction, three storeys, with iron roof, all above the ground tloor being an

ngineers dwelling, adjoins & frame fuel shed in which about 300 tons of soft coal are sometimes stored, is other-
wise detached ; two brick chimneys 72 and 50 feet; near the above is the electric pump honse which is detached, one
«+ bigh stazey, brick walls, plastic asphalt roof, and weod ficor.
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High Level Pumping Station, situated on East side of Clarke Avenue, Westmonnt, S 223, B 1234, N 465-
Goad, about two miles North from the Main Station, and, as previously stated, at about 200 feet higher level, consists
of a detached brick building, one storey, with iron roof, having three communicaling rooms, one containing the boil

ers, another the steam pumps, and the third the pumps that are operated by electricity ; brick chimney about 50
feet high.

The Mountain Section, consisting of a few dwellings about top of Mountain, is supplied by re-pnmping
from the Storage Reservoir to a further height of about 175 feet, (or to 647 feet above the River) by means of a set of
three-throw, vertical, single acting plunger pumps, 5 x 8, operated by an eleetrie induction motor, 500 volts, 7% h. p.

Conduit Pipe at Main Station for gravity flow from River to Suction Wells; wood construction,
36 inches diameter, total length about 1,750 feet, extending about 1,800 faet into the River, has recently
been a source of considerable trouble owing to ice obstructions for several consecutive days, during
which the places depending upon gravity sapplies from the Storage Reservoir, and having a joint population
of about 45,000, were seriously affected owing to shortage of water, and actual stoppage of supplies from
the M. W. & P, Co's system, and whilst it is a fact that snch amount of temporary relief as conld be afforded was
obtained from the Montreal City System by the opening of valves on certain connecting mains which ars usually kept
closed, there can be no doubt that such service, although valvable for domestic purposes, would bave proved
extremely inadequate in the event of fi re; the troubls was eventually overcome by the oparation of a number of
steam jets placed for the purpose in the Suction Wells, which, I was informed, will remain there, ready for future
servive if required ; the conduit has been for many years in its present position and does not appear to have caused
any previous difficulty, the recent troubls is attributed to the exceptionally severe winter.

Suction Wells for main pumps; one in each of the two pump rooms, both suppliel by the 36 inch conduit.

Small Reservoir, which also answers as a Suction Well for Clarke Avenue pumps, is in rear of that
pumping station, and receives the surplus water from the main pumps; its diameter is 25 feet and total depth 25
feet; a 12 inch overflow pipe, 0 feet from top, limits the available capacity to 49,000 Imperial gallons

Storage Reservoir, receiving supplies from Clarke Avenue pumps, appears to have an available capacity of
about 6,500,000 Imperial gallons, and is located on East side of Cote-des-Neiges Road, about 3,000 feet North from said
pumps, about 272 feet above the same, and about 472 feet above the St. Lawrence River.

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Referring to the foregoing schedule, it may be again explained that the entire supplies for the whole
system have to be pumped from the main station along the several mains numbered | to 12 inclusive, from which
all requirements are first drawn, through other street mains in connection, for an aggregate population of about
40,000 in the municipalities previonsly deseribed as fo rming the Low Level Section, for a small portion of which (the
Town of 8t. Panl) a single supply main No 12 is laid as in the schedule.

Atter all requirements for the Low Level have heen satisfied the surplus water passes along the
single line, No. 14, into the small reservoir or snction well at Clarke Aveline pumping station, from which it is
forced by the pumps there along another single line, No. 135, into the storage reservoir, previously described,
for farnishing gravity supplies to a further population of about 45,000 in the present High Level section.

From the low pressure side of a regulator near the South or lower end of No, 15 main just referred to, No.
16, which is also single for about 4,800 feet, and only 12 inches diameter, conveys gravity supplies for the Town
of Westmount, exeept as to the small population previously named as forming part of the Low Level section.

No. 17 is also a single supply main, exceeding two miles in length, upon which all the Municipalities
supplied by gravity (except Westmount) are dependent.

No. 23 is another single supply main, exceeding 4} miles in length, and only 12 inches diameter, for
carrying all requirements into the places nsmed opposite that number in the schedule, which include & present
population of about 22,800,

MAINS.

The location and sizes of the mains, all of which appear to be laid about six feet underground, are shown, as
far as ascertainable, upon the plans referring to the several municipalities, and all those exceeding six inches
diameter appear to be as marked upon the general plan of the system, all of which plans are filed in the
Secretary’s office in Montreal.

GENERAL REMARKS.

1. For the purpose of this Report, which bears gpecially upon Waterworks requirements for protection
against fire, it should be understood that the following figures and remarks have reference to existing conditions
only, without regard to further probable extensions, and assume a total population of 85,000, of whom 40,000
are in the Low Level or direct pressure section and 45,000 in the High Level or gravity section.

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MAIN PUMPS.

4. Four sets of pumps, with aggregate capacity of 11,750,000 Imperial gallons per 24 hours, are installed for
supplying a population of 85,000 and also for fires ; as to which I will first remark upon the orclinarv'rec uirements for
such population, and calenlating the same at 100 gallons per head per day, which appears to be ahu..)ul.lﬂiurraf't in this
Instance, a total of 8,500,000 gallons is arrived at, but in considering the question of fire protaction a;ly Cll.lll‘lllll.t.iﬂl'l
based upon that quantity wonld be seriously misleading, hecause, during the hours of day, the draughts for r).nlinary
purposes are very considerablv heavier than by night, and it may be asumed that a rate of 14,875,000 gallons
per 24 hours, during the periods of greater ordinary draught, are more fairly representative, but rezluirr-: an addi-

tion of 8,900,000 gallons for necessary fire streams, thus making a total required rate of 24,775,000 Im-
perial gallons per 2 § hours during the progerss of destructive fire.

CLARKE AVENUE PUMPS.
3:. Three sets of pumps, with aggregate capacity of 7,500,000 Imperial gallons per 24 hours, are installed for
supplying a population of 45,000 and also for fires, and calculating upon the same basis as i
it appears that a rate of 7,875,000 gallons
be fairly representative, ani adding thereto 5,100,
12,975,000 Imperial gallons per 24 hours during the progress of destructive fire is arrived at,

ELECTRIO MOTORS,

4. A single motor operates the two separate sets of larger pumps at the Main Station, and at Clarke Avenue
there is one motor for the principal set of pumps ; Electric power in each case is from only one of the three sources
that are available,

GENERAL, AS TO PUMPS, POWER AND RESERVOIRS.

5. The Pumps and their Appurtenances at the Main and Clarke Avenue Stations are inadequate, they should
respectively (for present population supplied) be equal to 25,000,000 and 13,000,000 Imperial gallons per 24 honrs, to
that extent at all times immediately available, and so far in duplicate that the derangement of any Pump,
Motor, Electrie Current or other Power will not endanger immediate service to the full capacities named.

6. 1In view of present deficient capacity of the main pumps for supplying the whole system, and of their being
80 largely dependent upon electricity which is the power employed for pumping about 84 per cent. of supplies, with
ouly one motor for two sets of pumps and only one source of electric supply, it appears to me that the general disposi-
tion at the main station is very unfavorable for protection against fire, and particularly so as regards the Low Level
section in being without a Standard Intermediate Reservoir at suitable altitude for fire pressure.

7. The Storage Reservoir, which receives supplies from Clarke Avenue pumps, and appears to have an avail-
able capacity of about 6,500,000 Imperial gallons for furnishing gravity sapplies to 45,000 people and also for fires,
should, in ‘'my opinion, be incrensed to 26,000,000 Imperial gallons at least, and always, under ordinary conditions,
kept full of water for reserve purposes in the event of accident ; said reservoir to have a dividing wall so that only
one-half need be emptied during cleaning or repairs.
